macaroni salad, and two pounds of papaya coco.

“The Oh My Grill (OMG) International Food Challenge promises to be a fascinating face-
off of local and international competitors, chowing down on the same mouth-watering Marianas
barbecue that our islands are famous for,” said Marianas Visitors Authority (MVA) Managing
Director Christopher A. Concepcion. “Come out and cheer for your contender of choice, whether
a hometown favorite or one of our international competitors. And the best news is, OMG will be
selling some of those same delicious items as a vendor at ‘Taste’ that night, so anyone can enjoy

the selection.”

Saturday night during May Tourism Month 2024 at American Memorial Park in Garapan, Saipan.
