(1st-3rd), Wahoo (1st -3rd), Mahi Mahi (1st-3rd), and Skipjack Tuna (1st-3rd). Prizes will also be
awarded for total weight. A special prize of $10,000 will be awarded to the record-breaking Bill

Fish weighing more than 942 Ibs.

“The Saipan International Fishing Tournament is a weekend of camaraderie, as well as
competition,” said SFA President Tony Scragg. “Last year we over 90 boats and close to 400
fishermen and fisherwomen, and this year, our 40" year of competition, we are looking forward to

Smiling Cove Marina.
